" “The three Israels beat out teams from 44 universities
from 32 other countres.

‘The week-long competition, held March 20 t0 27, is
intended for students in relevant fields, such as law and
politca science, or atending military academies t the un-
dergraduate level or above, and is now inits 220d year.

It consists of simulating legal cases before a pro-
fessional jury, which evaluates the teams’ theoretical
knowledge and practical understanding of intemational
‘humanitarian law.

“This year's competition was chaired by Philippe
Kirsch, who until last year was a judge of the Interational
Criminal Court in The Hague and its firstpresident.

Tn a notice to Jeeroburkhan that it made public, CKUT’s
programming commilttee informed him that he was being

CKUT host suspended for not retracting anti-Israel report

‘media monitoring group HonestReporting Canada.

‘The group charged that the Abu Ghraib item tha the host
read on the Jan. 21 edition of Under the Olive Tree was
“unsubstantiated.” The item quoted the former U.S. military
‘commander of Abu Ghraib, Janis Karpinski, as saying that
recruited Israeli agents were involved in the torture of Iragi
prisoners.

HonestReporting wanted a retraction and a clarification
that the true source of the item was Iran’s Press TV, and
not the Lebanese newspaper AL Akhbar, s Jeeroburkan re-
ported.

On March 25, Jeeroburkhan made an on-air clarification
that HonestReporting executive director Mike Fegelman
called “disingenuous and obfuscating.

Instead of the clrification demanded by the station, Jeer-
oburkhan said tha the source was, in fact, Press TV but did
ot retract the quotes attributed to Karpinski, saying only
that she had not “explicitly” drawn a line between Isracli
involvement and increased violence against prisoners.

‘CKUT had asked that Under the Olive Tree broadcast
that the station is “unable to verify” the allegation of any
Isracli involvement and that it's retracting the Jan. 21
report.

On' April 1, the clarification demanded by the sation was
read twice during Under the Olive Tree.

n addition to being taken offthe air, Jeeroburkhan isn’t
permitied to provide technical or programming support to
any shows on CKUT or have aceess to its studios or equip-
ment during the suspension.

Fegelman commended CKUT for taking “appropriate
disciplinary action” against the show’s host.

Jeeroburkhan also co-hosts another CKUT show, Friday
Morning Afier, that covers mainly local events.
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
