When it comes to the Arab-Israeli conflict, some individuals seem to believe that the decades-old conflict occurs in a vacuum and is mysteriously exempt from the law of cause and effect which governs the world in which we live in. 
While reporting on Bloc Quebecois MP Richard Nadeau’s recent trip to the Gaza Strip (“It was worse than I thought”, Le Droit, August 30), Le Droit’s Patrice Gaudreault gave the Gatineau MP a soapbox to attack the State of Israel without challenging his false accusations or providing any historical context to the conflict. Unquestioningly reporting Mr. Nadeau’s egregious accusations of “Israeli apartheid” and of Gaza “the world’s largest open air prison”, Mr. Gaudreault neglected to inform Le Droit readers that the “occupation” of the Gaza Strip had stemmed from a combined Arab army attempt to drive Israel into the sea. 
The Six-Day War of 1967 was a battle of self defense for the State of Israel and not one of an expansionistic territorial ambition. Israel took control of Gaza as a result of a war of survival imposed by a coalition of belligerent Arab states. 
In discussing the recent war in Gaza, the article failed to report that this war was brought on by the incessant rocket attacks against Israel emanating from the Gaza Strip. Since 2001, over 8,000 rockets have been fired from Gaza against Southern Israel. An even more remarkable omission was that there was no reference to Israel’s opponent during this war, namely the terrorist group Hamas.

With respect to the “Israeli blockade” of Gaza, the article failed to note that both Israel and Egypt imposed the “blockade” as a means of preventing the smuggling of weapons, terrorists and rockets to the territory.
